Process for Proposing a New Member

Overview…
· Watch for people of good character and get to know more about them

· Ask if you can propose them for membership; if yes…

· Fill in a New Member Proposal Form for review by the Membership Committee and Board

· If all is okay by them, complete a formal “Application for Membership”

· Prospect’s name is published in Bulletin; if no objections within 10 days
· We now have a new member!!
In more detail…

· The qualifications to join the Rotary Club of Guelph are to be an adult of good character and good business or professional reputation who is interested in the ideal of “Service Above Self.”
· It is usually a good idea to invite a prospective new member to a Friday meeting so they can see firsthand what Rotary is all about.
· All proposals require a proposer and co-proposer.  The co-proposer is another Rotarian who knows, or can become acquainted with the prospect.
· The first step in the proposal process is to complete the New Member Proposal Form on the opposite side of this page.  Please note the requirement to seek permission from the prospect for the proposal and to inform the prospect of the possibility of a police check.  These conditions are both required under Canadian privacy laws.  Complete the form as fully as possible; if there is certain information you don’t know, leave that space blank for the time being.
· Completed forms should be submitted to Tom Funk, Membership Secretary by email, Canada Post or in person at a Friday meeting.

· The Membership Development Committee will consider and report to the Board on the eligibility of the proposed member from the standpoints of classification, character and reputation.
· The Board will consider and approve or disapprove the recommendation. If the decision is favorable, the Membership Secretary will send a letter instructing the proposer to ask the prospective new member to formally apply for membership in our club.  To do this, the proposer and another member from the Membership Committee, will meet briefly with the prospect to outline the purposes of Rotary and the privileges and responsibilities of membership in our club.  At this meeting, the prospective new member will be asked to complete and sign an Application Form that will be provided to you by the Membership Secretary.

· The next step is to publish the name of the prospective new member in the bulletin and ask for any objections.  If no objections are received within ten days, the prospect is ready for introduction.

· The Membership Secretary will arrange a date where the proposer can introduce the new member at a Friday lunch. 

· After this formal introduction to the club, the new member’s attendance requirements will commence. The Treasurer will issue an account for fees due and upon receipt of payment issue a membership card. The Membership Secretary will report the member’s name to Rotary International which will trigger a subscription to the Rotarian Magazine and the assignment of a Rotary International ID Number.
